This
g50-capacity venue boasts a contemporary design, including a water wall with
projection facilities & a stylish waterfall bar. A state-of-the-art lighting system is
capable of washing the room with a broad palate of colours & myriad effects. The
7.000sq ft venue can be divided into three separate spaces & lends itself just as
readily to a glamorous dinner for 300 as a hi-tech meeting for up to 400.
Combined with Altitude 380, the venue can now hold up to 1,250 guests, making it
London's largest riverside venue.
